Materials List

· Flowers!  Please bring several potted or fresh-cut, inspiring tulips. (I'll bring some too.)
· Hot Press Watercolor Paper:  1 full sheet (22"x30"), 140 or 300 lbs., cut into quarters (11"x15"), OR a block (11"x14") (good brands include Arches and Fabriano)
· Sketching paper pad (11"x14") 
· Tracing paper: several sheets (11x14")
· Graphite drawing pencils HB & 2H 
· Kneaded eraser
· Tombow "Mono Zero" 2.3 mm elastomer eraser (for small details)
· Desk brush or feather (to brush away erasures)
· Pencil sharpener (small, manual)
· 6-10 transparent watercolors (Winsor Newton or any brand, "professional" quality):** 

Quinacridone Red

Winsor Lemon

Scarlet Lake (or Winsor Red)
Cadmium Yellow (or Dan Smith "Hansa Yellow")

French Ultramarine
** Feel free to substitute other brands & colors. The 6 minimum you will need are:  
2 yellows (bright/buttery & lemony cool)
2 blues (French Ultramarine & a greenish one such as Phthalo Blue)
2 reds (bright red & magenta or alizarin)
· 1 white, flat china plate (such as a saucer) or china palette with wells (for mixing washes)
· #4 sable, fine point “round” watercolor brush (Raphael series 8404 or 8408 is good)
· #00-#1 fine point “round” watercolor brush (sable or synthetic, Winsor Newton series 7 or other)
· Lightweight Drawing Board (such as a piece of 1/4" thick Foamcore OR Jack Richeson Hardboard Panel, (12x16") 
· Artist’s tape (white, 1/2" or thinner) 
· Water holder
· Paper towels or small cotton cloth
· Magnifying glass
Optional

· Digital camera or tablet (very useful)

· Cordless LED task light (e.g., Daylight or Ott Lamp)
